Science


This term we will begin by learning forces and magnets, considering what effects friction and the different purposes of magnets. We will then extend our knowledge of animals including humans, focussing on the importance of teeth, their purpose and how they differ in animals accounting to diet. 





Maths


This term we will be securing children’s number knowledge – exploring times tables, multiplication, and division. We will also continue to progress our learning of length & perimeter, fractions and begin to explore decimals. The children will develop their ability to explain their thinking processes, use a range of methods and extend their problem-solving skills. 


Please continue to practise times tables with your child as much as possible.  By the end of year 4, children should know their 12x12 times tables and corresponding division facts. 





Spring Term 2025-2026


Kingfisher Class





English


During Spring Term we will explore text and multimedia to support our learning, We will explore the text ‘Beowulf’ learning the structure of the story and the literary conventions of hero myths. We will then look at playscripts, including Alice in Wonderland to support us to analyse and identify features. We will use to drama to further extend our understanding and focus on the importance of dialogue. We will explore non-fiction texts through the use of ‘Atlas of Adventures’ and further our skills in writing persuasive texts supported by texts by Neil Gaiman. Writing opportunities will include diary entries, letters and newspaper articles, and we will focus on using powerful verbs, expanding noun phrases, using superlatives and placing commas in lists.





French


Kingfishers will be looking at place prepositions and directions and retelling the key parts of Little Red Riding Hood in French.





Geography


We will be extending our knowledge of Europe in Geography, identifying the continents, countries within Europe and the capital cities within these. We will look at how each country has different histories, features and identities and will explore identity shown through national flags.





Music


Ukulele lessons will be on a Thursday morning, please ensure children bring their instrument into school. 





RE - During the Spring term we be exploring Hinduism and dharma through the Ramayana. We will answer the question ‘How does the story of Rama and Sita inspire Hindus to follow their dharma?’. 


We will then consider the question ‘Why are good stewardship and generous giving important for every Christian?’, exploring Christianity in different parts of the world. 








PE


During spring term, PE lessons will be on Monday and Thursday. In PE, Kingfishers will be taking part in invasion games and gymnastics, and begin rehearsing Maypole dancing.





DT/ Art


In Art, our topic will be exploring collage and textiles, drawing inspiration from Viking tapestries and creating our own simple weaves. We will then progress to modern textiles and create a piece inspired by Lucy Sparrow’s ‘The Cornershop’. In DT, we will look at the construction and structure of kites, progressing to designing and making our own, and testing their effectiveness. 





Computing


Our focus for the first half term will be Repetition in shapes and will include programming algorithms, patterns and repeats, controlled loops, decomposition, and debugging. The second half term we will explore data logging, including interpreting data and evaluating the benefits of data loggers.





Spellings and Reading – 


Weekly spellings will be looked at in class together then sent as part of home-learning. Children will be tested on these spellings each Wednesday.  Every child will read to a classroom adult at least once a week as part of our Guided Reading sessions. Children will also be given time for independent reading – please ensure they bring in their reading book and diary every day. Please read daily with your child - ask them questions about the book to support their progress. 





PSHE


This term we will be focusing on our own dreams and goals, and considering how we will be able to achieve them. We will consider the challenges faced by ourselves and others and how to overcome them. 





Home-Learning


Home learning will be sent home on Thursdays and expected back on Tuesdays. There will be weekly spellings, as well as a Maths, English or Topic based activity to complete. Every child has a log in for TTrockstar, it would be useful if they could go online every day and complete the 10-minute session. 





History


In History we will learn about the Anglo-Saxons, how they came to settle in Britain and the seven kingdoms that were created. We will discover what life would have been like in an Anglo-Saxon village, considering how artefacts help us understand previous time periods.
