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Maths


This term we will be securing children’s number knowledge through fractions of amounts/ sets of objects and through comparing, ordering and rounding decimals. 


We will then continue our understanding of measurement, through money and then time (including roman numerals, months, days, hours and minutes). From there we will consolidate and extend our learning in geometry of shape – recognising what families of shape are, what is the same and different (including angles, symmetry, parallel lines, vertices). Then shape through position and direction. The final topic will be statistics and look at data and how it is represented.





Science 


We will then learn about important and diverse scientists and inventors, whose contributions to their fields have benefitted us today. This will include Gerald Durrell, Thomas Edison and Garrett Morgan. 


We will then move to the topic of plants, considering the parts of the plant, how water is transported and carry out investigations in order to support our understanding. 





English


During Summer term we will be using a variety of fiction and non-fiction text to support our learning. We will explore Cressida Cowell’s ‘How to be a Viking’ to support understanding of devices authors use to engage the audience and convey characters feelings. We will progress our inference skills and use this to support our own writing. We will explore non-chronological writing through Dr Xargle’s texts and writing explanations and it’s features through study of ‘When I met Dudley’. We will explore poetry through a number of traditional poems and consider the devices used to make them effective. Throughout we will consider and extend vocabulary and broaden the devices we use to develop our writing (including fronted adverbials, structuring paragraphs, expanded noun phrases and dialogue). 
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Music


This term we will be continue to develop body coordination, conducting simple melodies using Solfege, fine motor skills, singing with accurate pitch and reading and writing rhythms through movement. We will begin to expand our use of Solfege and tuned and untuned percussion, working with high sounds, low sounds, loud and quiet sounds. We will explore playing in three parts, with an introduction to improvisation.








Geography.


In Geography we are going to undertake a study of Lemsford Springs, using this to view how the local area has changed and using to maps to support our understanding of how and why. We will develop our map reading skills and translate this to creating our own maps with progressing detail/symbols.





DT/ Art


In Art, our topic will focus on Fruit and Vegetables! Studying techniques used by Caravaggio and Carl Warner and building to create our own Cyanotype drawing on techniques used by Anna Atkins. In DT, we will build on our understanding of nutrients in food through exploring seasonal foods, creating a savoury dish as part of a team.





RE


During our first half term, we will explore Christianity and the concept of Christian mission. We will learn through bible stories/ key people, including Jonah, the Great Commission and the Pentecost. In our second half term we will explore Sikhism with the question ‘How do Sikhs put their beliefs about equality into practice?’. We will extend our learning of Guru Nanak, traditional dress, and the Gurdwara. 





PSHE


During PSHE we will explore healthy relationships – including inclusivity, mutual respect, remembering those who are no longer with us, and future relationships we may have. Our second topic is ‘changing me’ and we will explore how we grow and change.





Home-Learning


Home learning will be sent home on Thursdays and expected back on Tuesdays via google classroom. There will be weekly spellings, as well as a Maths, English or Topic based activity to complete. Every child has a log in for TTrockstar, it would be useful if they could go online every day and complete the 10-minute session. 





Computing


Our focus for the first half term will be creating media through photo editing, which will involve changing digital images by recolouring, cloning, combining, and creating, followed by evaluation. The second half term we will explore repetition in games, considering controlled loops, modifying loops, and designing and creating algorithms.





Spellings and Reading


Weekly spellings will be looked at in class together then sent as part of home-learning. Children will be tested on these spellings each Wednesday.  Every child will read to a classroom adult at least once a week as part of our Guided Reading sessions. Children will also be given time for independent reading. Please continue to read daily with your child - ask them questions about the book to support their progress. 





French


In our French lessons we will begin by reviewing body parts and learn to describe our physical appearance (hair/eye colour/height)


We will then discover how to say the different ice-cream flavours and be able to order our favourites.








PE 


During the summer term, the first focus will be on the striking and fielding aspects of athletics. This will then continue to the second half term where we will move to athletics and net and wall games in order to develop problem-solving skills whilst working in teams.








History


In history, we will delve into the history of Vikings, their origins, and how they came to be in Britain. We will learn about Danelaw, the effects the Vikings had on those living in Britain and will explore the question ‘Why was King Alfred dubbed ‘Alfred the Great’?
