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English


Our first main English topic will be exploring the text ‘One word for Kids’ thinking about the power and meaning of vocabulary. We will then explore texts based on Pompeii and myths. We will discuss myths, their origins and significance, and read some well-known myths. We will use non-fiction texts to support our knowledge of why and how they have been passed down to us, and have opportunity to create our own myths, writing character profiles and descriptive settings. During the second half term we will explore texts including ‘The Eye of the Tiger’ and explore a short animation; considering key features and structures. Writing opportunities will include creating diary entries, news reports and persuasive text. Some key areas of writing and grammar we will be focusing on this term are; broadening vocabulary, pronouns, conjunctions, possessive apostrophes and prefixes/ suffixes. 





Science


This term we will begin by exploring states of matter, considering their properties and what conditions will allow them to change. We will undertake investigations and draw conclusions from our findings.  We will then extend our knowledge of animals including humans, looking at what is needed to live healthily and explore skeletons and muscles.





Maths


This term we will be securing children’s number knowledge – exploring times tables, place value, patterns, multiplication and division The children will develop their ability to explain their thinking processes, use a range of methods and extend their problem-solving skills. 


Please practise times tables with your child and continue as much as possible.  By the end of year 4, children should know their 12x12 times tables and corresponding division facts. 
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Music


This term will be developing body coordination, conducting simple melodies using Solfege, fine motor skills, singing with accurate pitch and reading and writing rhythms through movement. Using tuned and untuned percussion, we will explore high sounds, low sounds, loud and quiet sounds and introduce playing in two parts and following simple sequences.





French


We will be reviewing previous knowledge as we as key action verbs and phonetics to help with pronunciation. Next half term we will look at how to say the date and find out more about special occasions and how the French celebrate these.








PSHE


During the term, we will be look at ways to build positive relationships with our peers and recognising our own roles to support our community. We will consider self-worth, identifying positive things about ourselves and our achievements.








Geography


In Geography we will be exploring village settlements in the UK and consider the needs of early settlers and why the first sites were chosen. We will discover how settlements are connected and extend our mapping knowledge to understand how physical and human features are shown. We will create our own maps using this understanding. 





DT/ Art


In Art, we will study ancient roman mosaics and also paintings of Roman myths through different time periods. We will also look at architecture, with a focus of Gaudi.


In DT we will create our own mechanical posters, extending our understanding of levers and linkages and using this to design a moving poster for an intended purpose. We will then make and evaluate our projects.





RE


For the first half term, the children will be exploring Christianity, and considering ‘How does believing Jesus is saviour inspire Christians to save and serve others?’


Next half term, we will exploring the Islamic faith through the question ‘Why do Muslims call Muhammad the ‘seal of the prophets?’.  





PE


Swimming will begin on Wednesday 14th September. On Mondays, we will begin the term taking part in gymnastics. We will then explore OAA.





History


We will be learning about the Romans, considering what is meant by empire and how they were able to become so powerful. We will explore their impact on Britain, from past through to modern day. We will learn about Boudica and consider how her story can be viewed from different perspectives.





Computing


Our focus for the first half term will be Computing systems and networks and consider how information is shared through websites, including ownership and online content. We will discuss the consequences of unreliable content. During the second half term we will explore audio production in creating media. We will record and edit sound, plan and create podcasts and evaluate effectiveness.





Spellings and Reading


Weekly spellings will be looked at in class together then sent as part of home-learning. Children will be tested on these spellings each Wednesday.  Every child will read to a classroom adult at least once a week as part of our Guided Reading sessions. Children will also be given time for independent reading – please ensure they bring in their reading book and diary every day. Please read daily with your child - ask them questions about the book to support their progress. 





Home-Learning


Home learning will be sent home on Thursdays and expected back on Tuesdays. Every child has a log in for TTrockstar, it would be useful if they could go online every day and complete the 10-minute session.
