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Science 


Our topic for the first half term is sound, discovering how vibrations cause sounds and how sounds travel, as well as how sounds can change pitch and volume.


We will then move to the topic of ‘light’ and will include lots of investigations to discover sources of light, how we see, how different materials affect this and how light travels. 





Maths


This term we will be securing children’s number knowledge through fractions of amounts/ sets of objects and through comparing, ordering and rounding decimals. 


We will then continue understanding of measurement, through money and time (including roman numerals, months, days, hours and minutes). From there we will consolidate and extend our learning in geometry of shape – recognising what families of shape are, what is the same and different (including angles, symmetry, parallel lines, vertices). Then shape through position and direction. The final topic will be statistic’s and will look at data and how it is represented.





English


During Summer term we will be using a variety of fiction and non-fiction text to support our learning. We will begin reading ‘The Firework-Makers’ Daughter’ to support understanding of devices authors use to engage the audience and convey characters feelings. We will progress our inference skills and use this to support our own writing. We will explore narrative stories through ‘The Snow Dragon’ and ‘The Paperbag Princess’. Poetry will explore ‘Fly eagle fly’ and be supported by non-fiction exploration of animals. Throughout we will consider and extend vocabulary, greater understand story structure, explore how certain word classes will uplevel our writing, and broaden the devices we use to develop our writing (including fronted adverbials, structuring paragraphs, expanded noun phrases and dialogue). 
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French


In French we will learn to describe different emotions they might be feeling and be able to use these in negative statements as well as looking at different adjectives to characterise personality.








Music


We will continue to develop body coordination, conducting simple melodies using Solfege, fine motor skills, singing with accurate pitch and reading and writing rhythms through movement. We will begin to expand our use of Solfege and tuned and untuned percussion, working with high sounds, low sounds, loud and quiet sounds. We will explore playing in three parts, with an introduction to improvisation.








Geography


The topic of Extreme Earth will look at the destructive powers of nature, from volcanoes and earthquakes to tsunamis and tornadoes. Through discussion and practical tasks, we will learn about how and why these natural phenomena occur, and the ways in which they affect people.

DT/ Art


In Art, our topic will focus on abstract art and the work of Wassily Kandinsky!  We will explore ideas of creating art pieces to represent sounds and music, using printing to create our own. In DT, we will explore balanced diets, considering what we need to nurture our own health and bodies. We will create our own well-balanced sandwiches.





RE


During our first half term, we will continue to explore Christianity, exploring the question ‘What do Christians mean when they talk about the Kingdom of God?’.


The second half term we will explore Sikhism, questioning ‘How does the teaching of the gurus move Sikhs from dark to light?’.








Computing 


Our focus for the first half term will be creating media using stop frame animation. We will further understanding of animation as a sequence of drawings or photographs We will then develop understanding of  branching databases, and how to create one.  Computing will be weaved throughout the curriculum to ensure safe searching on the internet and understanding on presentation through media.





Home-Learning


Home learning will be sent home on Thursdays and expected back on Tuesdays. There will be weekly spellings, as well as a Maths, English or Topic based activity to complete. Every child has a log in for TTrockstar, it would be useful if they could go online every day and complete the 10-minute session. 





PSHE


During PSHE we will explore healthy relationships – including inclusivity, mutual respect, remembering those who are no longer with us, and future relationships we may have. Our second topic is ‘changing me’ , and we will discuss the physical changes our bodies begin to make as we grow older.





Spellings and Reading


Weekly spellings will be looked at in class together then sent as part of home-learning. Children will be tested on these spellings each Wednesday.  Every child will read to a classroom adult at least once a week as part of our Guided Reading sessions. Children will also be given time for independent reading. Please continue to read daily with your child - ask them questions about the book to support their progress. 





PE 


During the summer term, the first focus will be on the striking and fielding aspects of athletics. This will then continue to the second half term where we will move to athletics OAA  in order to develop problem-solving skills whilst working in small teams and acquiring new leadership skills.








History


In history, we will develop our chronological knowledge beyond 1066 through studying Crime and Punishment. Children will find out about the legacy of the Roman justice system and crime and punishment through the Anglo-Saxon, Tudor and Victorian periods.
