English
We start the new term by learning about the New Year and writing out our ideas for 2026. Following this we will start our linked learning to History for the Great Fire of London.  During the first part of the Spring term. The children will watch a short film called Pudding Lane and base their writing on the film. They will be using descriptive words and incorporate these within their written work. During this unit the children will be learning to create lists using commas along with planning and editing their writing. They will then move on to reading the book The Great Fire of London by Emma Adams and write out persuasive posters, diary entries and descriptive writing. After half term we will be focussing on writing Newspaper articles observing the features of a newspaper article and writing effective headlines and content. During the end of the Spring term we will be writing out instructions on how to create healthy salads linked to our Science topics. 

Maths 
This term, the children will be looking at number place value and how to build numbers following onto multiplication, division, and measurement including length and height. A big focus on ‘number sense and fluency’ will continue throughout the term with the children continuing to secure fluency in number facts and/or the 2-, 5- and 10-times tables. There will also be a focus on Reasoning and Problem- Solving skills to develop deeper understanding and application of mathematics and number.

PSHE
The children will cover two topics in PSHE this term. ‘Dreams and Goals’, will allow the children to explore themselves in a positive way and to develop aspirational ideas and learn to motivate themselves. They will also be learning how to respect each others hopes and dreams and think about how they can encourage others. ‘Healthy me’ teaches them to think about being healthy in body as well as personally and socially.

Science
We start the Spring Term by exploring the work of a range of famous scientists and inventors and testing their discoveries and inventions. These include learning how Biomes are made, how germs spread and what makes a material waterproof. They will be finding out about some famous Scientists including Louis Pasteur and Charles Macintosh along with the first British female doctor Elizabeth Garrett Anderson. The second unit we study 
this term is plants, looking at fruits and vegetables and creating our own healthy salads.

Computing
Children will start the term by exploring photography and will be using iPads to understand and practise this valuable skill. They will use this skill to record their learning in Science too! They will then move on to ‘preparing for programming’ in which the children will become familiar with Turtle Logo ready for the Summer Term, when they will be programming!

RE
RE this term the children will be answering the question How Muslims show that Alah is compassionate and merciful. They will be learning stories that highlight this question and also take time to see where Muslims worship. ,.

Home Learning
Starlings will have spellings set each week which link to our spelling rule. These will need to be practised along with daily reading and some numbots or TT rockstar practice.
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Art/DT
This term in DT we will be creating our own Fire Engines linked to the Great Fire of London topic. The children will be choosing their own equipment to create the features. 
In Art, the children will complete landscape paintings and observational drawing.


Music/French 
Music will continue to be taught by Mr Rapson continuing with their enthusiasm for finding a beat and playing a melody using a range of instruments and their voices. Mrs Meola will continue with the French topic teaching the children the different modes of transport and learning action words. 



History
This term we are learning about the Great Fire of London. We will be investigating how the fire started and the impact it had on London during this time. The children will be sorting images from past and present and sequencing the events that occurred. 

PE
Throughout the first half term, the children will be participating in outdoor adventures and dance. During the second half term the children will be working on ball skills.  

Geography
In the second half of the term, we will be looking at the local area and visiting Lemsford springs to observe the nature that is there. We will be taking photographs and drawing our own landscape pictures.
