English
We start the new term by watching the short film ‘Snack Attack’ and completing recounts of the story. We will be writing about the characters within the story and acting out the film ourselves. At the end of the unit we will write our own account of the film pretending to be one of the characters. We will then move onto reading and comparing fiction and non fictions texts and comparing their features. Linked with our Science topic of Our bodies we will complete some story writing about Alan’s Big Scary Teeth and look at our own teeth and how we take care of them. 

Maths 
This term, the children will be moving onto multiplication, division and fractions. We will be using our multiplication and division facts to find fractions of numbers. We will then move onto learning about geometry and shape focusing on the features of shapes and completing problem solving tasks.  A big focus on ‘number sense and fluency’ will continue as it did in previous terms throughout the term with the children continuing to secure fluency in number facts and/or the 2-, 5- and 10-times tables. There will also be a focus on Reasoning and Problem- Solving skills to develop deeper understanding and application of mathematics and number. The children complete tasks using resources and solving problems to deeper their understanding and to prevent misconceptions. 

PSHE
The children will cover two topics in PSHE this term. ‘Relationships’, will allow the children to explore the different relationships we can have from families to friendships. We will talk about staying safe and thinking about who keeps us safe. They will also be learning how to respect each other and how to be a good friend. There will also be some discussion on ‘secrets’ discussing when we should keep a secret and when it’s important to share with an adult we trust.

Welcome to the Summer Term!

Science
This term we will be discovering ‘Humans and Animals’ starting the term by exploring the human body and the 5 senses. The children will investigate and think like a scientist by finding out answers to questions involving the use of their sense e.g. Can you hear a noise the further away it is? They will learn how to complete a fait test. After Half term the children will move onto life cycles and how we change. The children will complete matching activities between animals and humans and look at the amazing things our bodies can do. The children will be attending Hertfordshire Zoo to examine different animals and comparing animal footprints and why camouflage is important for survival. 

Computing
Children will be exploring how to create digital music. They will listen to different pieces of music and create their own on the digital music lab. The children will become familiar with logging onto the chrome books independently and logging onto Just 2 easy website to access applications that they will be using. We will also be using the chrome books in other subjects such as typing work in our English. 
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Art/DT
This term in DT we will be creating our own salads looking at developing our chopping, grating and slicing skills. The children will design salads and use the tools to create these in small groups. They will then analyse what they liked about each salad.  


Music/French 
Music will continue to be taught by Mr Rapson continuing with their enthusiasm for finding a beat and playing a melody using a range of instruments and their voices. Mrs Meola will continue with the French topic teaching the children the seasons and the names of animals. 



History
This term we are learning about the Great Nurses of our time. The children will be discovering the roles these famous Nurses had during the wars. They will be learning about Florence Nightingale, Edith Cavell and Mary Seacole. They will learn about how these important woman changed the ways in which soldiers were treated and how hospitals have changed over time. 

PE
Throughout the first half term, the children will be participating in Athletics. They will be learning a range of skills and gearing up for our Sports Day later in the term. 

Geography
In the second half of the term, we will be looking Map making. We will be observing different types of maps and thinking about how things look from an aerial view. The children will be making maps and using maps to find different locations.   

Home Learning tasks
Securing number fluency on Numbots and Times Tables Rockstars will be very important, as is reading at home - every day, even if only for five or ten minutes. Children will need to practise for weekly spellings,. The spellings will be based on phonic and spelling rules,
